Bodicote Cricket Club selection policy for 1st and 2nd XI teams, 2010.
1 Underlying philosophy

1. Bodicote 1st & 2nd XIs strive for success. an agreed, open and transparent selection policy is required to achieve this in a structured manner 

2. Bodicote 1st XI should, by definition, be the strongest team and therefore have first choice of players (but see caveats later).

3. As far as possible, players will be selected for particular roles and given a chance to fulfil those roles. For example, it will be against the club philosophy to pick players simply to make up the numbers in the field and not allow them a proper opportunity to bat or bowl unless those players explicitly agree to this in advance. Note, though, that the specific course of a game means that not all the bowling or batting options are taken up and such a circumstance does not necessarily contravene this principle.

4. Regular club members who play for the 1st XI who are dropped should be selected for the 2nd XI the following week.

5. Maintaining stability of both teams is important, particularly for the 2nd XI because it is vulnerable to varying calls from the 1st XI. The 2nd XI Captain and 2nd XI Vice Captain will not be selected for the 1st XI unless they agreed to do so. 
6. No individual should be able to refuse to play for one or other team and, if attempting to do so, may become ineligible for both.  

2 Selection Committee

1 The selection committee shall be made up of the following officers

1st XI Captain, 1st XI Vice Captain, 2nd XI Captain, 2nd XI Vice Captain, Chairman, Secretary.

2 The committee will operate in line with 4 below but in general the committee shall implement wherever possible this policy.   

3 Selection procedure

1. Each team will obtain availability for the following Saturday of all players in its current Saturday game so that the most up-to-date information about who can play in the next game is known on the Saturday evening.
2. The selection committee will meet on Saturday evening draw up the definite team members from the list of those available on the Saturday evening.

3. Outside the 2nd XI Captain and Vice Captain and in accordance with the BCC selection philosophy, the 1st XI will be chosen first and the 2nd XI will come out of the remaining available members.

4. It is recognised that final player availability is sometimes not known on Saturday. As a consequence, where communicated at the selection committee the 1st XI will have until Tuesday morning to determine the definitive selections which will be communicated to the 2nd XI. The 2nd XI will then be able to select from the remaining players.
5. If anyone drops out of the 1st XI after the team has been agreed with the 2nd XI, any replacements from the 2nd XI will be by negotiation and the 1st XI will be responsible for finding a replacement for the 2nd XI if a member has been drafted in from it.
